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"Bvery fourth man in the world is s Chinese",

with this striking statement Mr. T.C.Quo, who is
about to leave Washington for Paris to join the
Chinese Peace Delegation as a technical delegate,
emphasized the importance of the Chinese question
to America and the world.

r. Quo is & graduste of the University of
Pennsylvania anf is now numbered among the leaders
of the progressive section of the Chinese people,
politically referred to as the “"South" in China.

Hot a few of these leaders are, like Mr. Quo, American-

educated Chinese who are working in the region of
government for the modernization of their country
in terms of what is called by them the “American
Idea". They sometimes refer to themselves as mis-
sionaries of the American idea in China.

Hr. Quo has been in the United States for
some weeks on & mission from the South which has
established a government at Canton as a result of
a struggle with the government at Peking over cer-
tain constitutional and political issues. Owing
largely to the influence of the State Department
at Vashington and to the necessity of national
union if China is to be represented effectively
at the Peace Congress, the governments at Canton
and Peking are now arranging their internal dif-
ferences and in the meantime have agreed to a
united representation of Chinese interests at

"In this connection", added Mr..Quo, "I
may make a. further observation. Materiglly rich
but militarily weak, China --.perhaps more than
any other country -- welcomes the establishment
of the League of Hations which,.it now appesars,
is the single war-aim of America. But for such
s League t0 be a blessing to China, it is impera-
tive that the principle of the old imperialism
shall not express itself in the new system of na-
tions. There is no little denger of this in the
suggestion that the regions of the world should be
cut up into "spheres of influence" to be assigned
to certein of the Great Powers for "policing"
purposes. Whatever may be said- in favor of the
United States "policing" any specified section
of the globe, the Chinese people would regard it
as an utter calamity if the Far Eagt were to be
"policed" by any particular Power. A sense of
statesmanship suggests that a wiser policy would
be to avoid the formulation of a definite rule on
the subject and leave the guestion of "policing"
a disturbed area to be settled on the circum-
stances and the merits of each case and as the
game arises."
