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II. Control over Export and Imvort.

No import of opium and prepared opium is under any cir-
cumstances permitted. As regards other narcotics, it is also
the policy of the Government not to permit their importation
for the time being, though permission is given for the im-
portation of limited gquantities of such drugs to be exclusively
used for medical and scientific purposes.

III. Internal Control of HManufacture, Sale, Distribution and
Use ofADangerous_Drugs.

With regard to the manufacture of opium, permission for this
is given only to those who arc considered suitable, localities
being specified for tpe cultivation of poppies, and police
detailed for supervision when the sap is gathered and opium
nanufactured: As regards the opium manufactured, the manu-
facturess are required to submit it in its entirety to the
Government within a specified time, and, as already mentioned
in paragraph I, the Government, after examination and appraisal,
sells it to the appointed druggists, taking charge of it until

the transaction is completed in order that no illicit traffic

‘or use is effected. The appointed druggis ts are allowed to

use the opium bought from the Government only for the purpose
of manufacturing opium or other opium alkaloids from it, being
sbsolutely prohibited from transferring or receiving any to

or from other parties.. For the year under review; the Taisho

Seiyaku Kaisha has been apnointed as druggists privileged two
buay opium from the Government.

With regard to tho cnforcem.nt of the law regarding the ]
control of the sale, distribution and use of narcotics, as
mcecntioncd in the peport for the calendar yeexr 1924, great
attention has been paid to their strict enforcement, and
steps havc been tzken for the prevention of any smuggling of‘féL
dangerous drugs.
